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The main difference 
between ponies and 
horses is their size. 
All horses under 
148cm are ponies.

When horses neigh, they are 
calling each other from a distance. 

Their peers, and even people, welcome 
them with a friendly hum. If they 
squeal, be careful! It means they 

are annoyed or are 
giving a warning.

Horses are always ready to go. 
A horse will only lie down to rest if he 

feels absolutely safe, otherwise, 
he will just doze off. 

Horse Ears Send and 
Receive Messages

If the ears are tilted to the side 
or slightly backwards, the horse is 
relaxed. Spiked ears signal interest 

and curiosity. If a horse is afraid 
or annoyed, it places its ears 

flat backwards.
